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UAS eSchool Safe Learning Environment at Home

A As a parent, remote learning will be a new
concept for your child and there are bound to be
a few problems to start with. Take an active interest
in their learning and help support  them whenever
they need a helping  hand.

A Make space for learning.  Your children will do
their best work in a quiet, comfortable, and
dedicated space that is strictly for learning. This
space should be a different set -up than where
they normally play games or watch television.

A Ensure your learning device is in a public
space in the h ome . considérs
where your PC, laptop, or tablet is placed if live
video is being used. Tryto keep the background
neutral with no personal information visible and
move learning devic esout of the bedroom as this
could be seen as inappropriate.

A Establish a daily schedule and  routine. Routines
and schedules are extremely important for

children at school and should be similar at home.
Working from home and trying to learn in a more
casual setting that children might associate more
with play and a degree of freedom might take a
little bit of getting used to. Tryto stick to a daily

routine to help children keep on top of their daily
learning.
A Work with your child to establish ru les on how,

when, and where devices can be used. Ensurethat
your child only uses official UAS communication

channel s. It ds i rogmounicadiam t
with teachers and school staff is directed through
approved  school channels, whether that be
through the
secure messaging site.

A Monitor your ¢ h i Icai@insinication and online
activity. |l tds i mpor t a that
despite being at home, the same level of behavior
exists as if they were at school. Spend time with
them online to ensure they have safe and positive
online interactions with teachers, classmates, and
friends.

A - Check that vyour
latest software and antivirus programs, and that
privacy settings are on to minimize data
collection. For younger children, tools such as
parental controls, including safe search, can help
keep online experiences safe. Help your child learn
to keep personal information private, especially
from strangers.

A Keep your children safe with open communication.
Talk honestly with them about who they communicate

with and how. Encourage healthy online habits o)V}
promoting and monitoring good behavior online and
on video calls. Encourage your children to be kind and
respectful to classmates, to be mindful of what clothes
they wear, and to avoid joining video calls from a

bedroom.

A Make sure they understand the value of kind
and supportive interactions and that mean or
inappropriate contact is never acceptable. If your
children encounter this, encourage them to tell you
or m frustedtaduti immetiately. Be alert if your child

appears to be upset or secretive with online activities
or if they are experiencing  cyberbullying.

A Encourage healthy online habi  ts by promoting and
monitoring good behavior online and on video calls.

A Familiarize yourself with school policies to
cyberbullying or inappropriate online content.

Grading during elLearning
at the UAS eSchool

Grading during eLearning will be broken
down into two categories for Elementary
School: Participation and Formative work.

The Participation section is worth 40%  of
the overall grade and isfurther separated
into three sub -sections, Attendance,
Preparation and Engagement. Thesesub-
sections will have level specific rubrics for
grading. Theseare daily grades based on
virtual sessions.

The Formative section is worth 60% of the
overall grade and is further separated

into three sections: Assignments, Quizzes
and Projects, there are no summative
assessments with  elLearning. Each
department has established a point

system for each sub- category.
